Original Board Policy 
School Board Elections
The Board of Education is composed of seven members, elected at large by the eligible voters of the school district as prescribed by law.  The school board of the district shall consist of seven members and the members shall represent:  one member from the village of Cambria; one member from the village of Friesland; one member from the township of Courtland; one member from the township of Springvale; one member from the combined area of the townships of Randolph, Kingston and Manchester; and one member at large from any town or village within the boundaries of the school district.

All members are elected for a term of three years at the spring election.


2.
Three of the members are elected one year followed by two years in which two 



members are elected each year.

The order of expiration of terms is as follows:




Area A - Position elected:
Town of Scott (1) and School District at Large (1)



Area B - Position elected:
Village of Cambria (1) and Township of Springvale (1)
Area C - Position elected:
Village of Friesland (1), Township of Courtland (1), and Townships of Randolph, Kingston and Manchester (1)
