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Original Board Policy
Public Participation At Board Meetings
With the exception of duly noticed closed sessions of the Board, all regular and special meetings of the Board will be open to the public and will be properly noticed through proper posting and official notification.  Because the Board desires to hear the viewpoints of citizens from the district, the Board may schedule one or more periods during each open meeting for public participation.  The Board may set a time limit on the length of this period and/or a time limit for individual speakers.

Comments and questions at a regular meeting may deal with any topic related to the Board’s conduct of the schools, school operations and programs. Comments at special meetings must be related to the purpose of the meeting.  In public session, the Board will not hear personal complaints of school personnel nor complaints against any person connected with the school system.  The Board will consider and dispose of legitimate complaints involving individuals in accordance with established procedures.

The Chairperson will be responsible for recognizing all speakers, who will be asked to properly identify themselves and their place of residence; for maintaining proper order; and for adherence to any time limits set. The Board shall not discuss or act upon any item or business that is not specifically listed on the noticed meeting agenda.  
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
