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Original Board Policy 
Policy and Rule Development/Adoption

All policies of the Cambria-Friesland School District Board of Education shall be adopted at an open meeting of the Board of Education.  The normal procedure shall be as follows:

Step 1
A proposed policy or request for policy/rule is presented to the Board of Education at 


an open session of the school board.  This will constitute the first reading of the 



proposed policy/rule.

Step 2  
At the next regular monthly meeting of the board the proposed policy/rule shall be 


presented to the board in written form.  This will constitute the second reading of the 


policy/rule.

Step 3 
At the following regularly scheduled meeting the Board of Education shall take action 


on the proposed policy/rule.  If the board adopts the policy/rule, it becomes effective at 


that time.  If further revision is made, the final adoption will normally be delayed until 


the next regular board meeting.

Should it become necessary for the policy/rule to be enacted over a shorter period of time, the board shall have the power to combine steps 1 and 2 and call a special meeting of the board in order to adopt the policy/rule in a timely manner.  However, the board may not propose, review and adopt the policy/rule at the same official meeting.

The Board of Education has directed the superintendent to develop administrative rules to carry out the intent of board policy.  The board’s role in administrative rules is to review these rules and to serve as the appeal board to determine whether such rules are in agreement with board policy.

Changes to administrative rules may be made by the superintendent in the interests of efficient operating procedures.  Changes shall be brought to the attention of the school board.  The board shall review and direct administrative rules through official board policy but will not formally act upon administrative rules, except as required by law (for example, procedures for administering medication, attendance, etc.).

The intent of this policy is to provide opportunity for discussion and review of all proposed policies/rules or changes before the board takes final action on the policy.
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
