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Safety Program

A.
The board is committed to provide a safe and healthful environment for employees, students, 
and visitors through a comprehensive safety program incorporated into all facets of district 
operations.

B.
The school board shall comply with all regulations, state codes and orders of the Department of Commerce, Division of Safety and Buildings and the Department of Health and Social Services and all applicable local safety and health codes and regulations which includes having a long-range plan which defines the patterns and schedule for bringing the district-operated facilities to the level of the standards established for safe and healthful facilities.

C.
The facilities shall be inspected at least semi-annually for potential or demonstrated hazards to safety and health and hazardous conditions shall be corrected, compensating devices installed or special arrangements made to provide for safe and healthful facilities.  Maintenance procedures and custodial services shall be conducted in such a manner that the safety and health of persons using the facilities are protected.

D.
Special drill activities will be planned by the superintendent or his/her designee and faculty of 
each building to assure, in case of emergency, orderly movement and placement of students 
in the safest available building area.  Safety practices and procedures shall conform to federal 
and state laws, municipal codes and school board policies.

E
The Cambria-Friesland School District will not discriminate in the maintenance of facilities or 
in ensuring the safety of students on the basis of sex, race, national origin, ancestry, creed, 
pregnancy, marital or parental status, sexual orientation, or physical, mental, emotional or 
learning disability.  Discrimination complaints shall be processed in accordance with 
established procedures.

The superintendent or designee shall serve as school safety coordinator for the district.
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
