Referendum-Spring, 2018

This January, the Cambria-Friesland School District Board of Education voted to move forward with a
spring, 2018 referendum. Three years ago, when the district passed its last referendum it was shared that we
would be having another in three years. So, again...Why is the district going to referendum and what is the
money for?

The district is going to referendum to exceed the revenue limit for general operational purposes. This is
very different from a referendum to issue debt for a building project. In 1993 the State of Wisconsin imposed
revenue limits for all public schools. What that simply means is a public school cannot exceed a specific level
of taxing authority. For smaller school districts with declining enrollment this results in school districts not
allowed the same funding levels as the previous years.

In other words, for a school district such as Cambria-Fr i es | and, t h itabout asKing fore n d u nr
more money. The district is moving to referendum to maintain levels of funding necessary in order to allow us
to continue providing a quality educat200/2Gl8isteedaster i e n
year of the previous referendum. Moving forward over the next three years the district is looking to exceed the
revenue limits by $895,000, $1,035,000, and $1,270,000.

Finally, because of the dynamics that are associated with the Revenue Limit formula, and its impact
upon our communities the opportunity holds a referendum to build, remodel or update our facilities and
grounds would result in a significant increase to the local levy. Our building and grounds have needs that will
continue to grow over time. To address these needs without further burdening the local tax base, the district
has moved forward with a three-year plan to capture $300,000 over the next several years to address specific
building needs. Considerations are: Rooftop, Upper and south playground parking lots, boys/girls locker
rooms in the high school, south and east side windows, and lighting throughout the building. Finally, a series
of informational meetings speaking to the referendum will be scheduled throughout the next several months. |

Cold and flu season combines with winter driving conditions to make
being present and on time a little more challenging this time of year.

We know that absences from school can accumulate a negative impact on student academic success.
Research shows that missing just 2 days a month (approximately 10% of the school year) negatively impacts
academic performance and is typically considered as chronic absence. The academic impact of these
absences is still there, even when the absences are excused. This is the reason why states establish
guidelines regarding numbers of absences and local district policies align with those guidelines

When Wisconsin submitted their final plan to the federal government for meeting the requirements of ESSA
(Every Student Succeeds Act 2017), they identified chronic absenteeism as their School Quality and Student
Success indicator. For years, Wisconsin has identified absenteeism rates and incorporated them into the state
reporting for every district. This means the district has responsibilities when it comes to reporting attendance.

Families play a critical role in student attendance.
and learn better when they are healthy. Good nutrition, consistent hygiene, and regular sleep all play a role in
maintaining health. As important as attendance is, sometimes a student who is ill - particularly if they have a

fever - will do better if they have time at home to recover their health. This past month we have experienced

some high levels of absenteeism due to some particularly aggressive illnesses. Many students wanted to be
present for semester exams, sometimes at the expense of their health.

When your child candét attend school, it Oimes,albsgnoesdra nt
planned and sometimes they are unexpected. If your child needs to see a doctor, it helps the school if they

return with a note indicating they were seen. The same is true if they are at the dentist, orthodontist,

chiropractor, or any other type of medical appointment. Providing documentation for any planned or scheduled
absences makes it easier to have those unplanned absences.

Sometimes it is a difficult balance to keep. Both education and health are important, not just now but as
building blocks for the future. So, itdés important tI
to do so but also know when the healthiest thing they can do is stay home.

We are halfway through the school year. Semester Exam week is finished and the students
started a new semester on January 23rd. Soon all students will need to plan for next year. This
planning for some is the start of what will be their high school career, and for others, it will be the end
of high school and the beginning of a new adventure. No matter what phase the student is in,
information is out there to be used to help plan.

All students in grades 6th through 12th have access to the online interactive career program,
CAREER CRUISING. This program allows students to assess personal characteristics and gives
them suggestions as to career clusters that match with their assessments. 6th and 7th grades focus
on the clusters, what they are, what type of careers are within the clusters, the availability of those
careers and where we see those careers within our communities. Starting in 8th grade, the focus is
on what do | need to do to get to the careers within those clusters. Some of the questions that are
askedare: What courses in high school will help me
high skill, high wage, or high demand? What type of tasks (core skills) are done in the
careers? What abilities and attributes do people in those careers need? What will the workplace be
like? What type of education will | need? Where can | gain knowledge and skills for those careers
such as volunteering or working? In 9th and 10th grade, students do projects that allow them to
delve into the career research and answer those questions more specifically to selected careers
within a cluster. 11th and 12th grade students use the program to enhance employability or job
seeking skills such as resume writing, interviewing skills, completing applications and more.

Throughout the year, students have numerous opportunities to gain skills that will help them
develop a workable plan for them. They have the opportunities to go on field trips to numerous
business, career fairs, educational fairs, and experience college days. Students can use technology
to listen to people talk about their careers without ever leaving the school. We encourage them to do
specific job shadows to really see what is done in that career. Students also have the ability to take
courses through the online learning environment PLATO that relate to the different clusters but we
are not able to offer.

Throughout the year more and more information
will be put on our website that will help you and your child with planning for their future. Talk about
preparing for the future - what is it really like to be an adult, what is it like to have a career, what is it
like to always be a learner.

Why not bake up some chocolate chip cookies for
those you love. One of our favorite recipes is from our government cookbook here at the Cambria-Friesland
Kitchen.

Chocolate Chip Cookies:

3 1/2 cups Whole Grain Flour (we use USDA whole grain blend 60% white whole wheat and 40% all purpose
flour)

3/4 tsp salt

1/2 cup Sugar

1 1/4 cup Packed Brown sugar

3/4 cup Shortening

1/2 cup + 2 T.Butter

2/3 cup eggs

1 1/2 tsp Vanilla

1 1/4 cup Chocolate chips

Blend Flour, baking soda, salt, sugar, and Brown sugar In mixer for 2 minutes on low speed. Add shortening,
butter, eggs and vanilla. Mix for 1 minute on medium speed. Add chocolate chips. Blend for 30 seconds on
medium speed. Portion with 1 2/3 Tablespoons onto each cookie sheet. Bake until lightly browned 10-12
minutes. Cool for 1-minute remove from pans. Makes 50 cookies
