District News

As we enter the new school year as a district and community, we will have a
number of school and community discussions regarding school finance and
school referendums. This past year the district explored a revenue limit
exemption for the purpose of energy efficiency. The process itself made it
difficult to share in a timely manner the scope and cost of the project. Because
of the inability to be transparent to our community the Board of Education wisely
withdrew from the process. But the issues of heating, electrical, and other non-
energy facility needs persist and need to be addressed by the district and
community. At the August Board of Education meeting, there will be both an
administrative presentation and discussion by the Board to consider how to best
move forward regarding a possible building referendum and a referendum to
exceed the revenue limit for general operational purposes. A building
referendum is one where the district issues debt, while a referendum to exceed
the revenue limit is to support current instructional programming and district
needs.

The balance of providing a quality education supported by a local tax is often a
difficult conversation and proposal for any school and community in the state of
Wisconsin. The discussion and decision to move forward with any type of
referendum becomes more difficult for small rural schools such as Cambria-
Friesland because of considerations of enrollment and equalized land
valuations, in relationship to the local tax levies.

Whether or not to move forward with a referendum is a community discussion. |
encourage your attendance at our Board of Education meetings and any other

Breakfast and Lunch are available to all students in grades K-12. Breakfast also is available
to our morning preschoolers. If you are not sure whether you qualify for free or reduced meals,
you are encouraged to fill out a Free and Reduced Application. Applications are available by
calling the school at 920-348-5548 ext. 277, or visiting our website at cf.k12.wi.us. For your
convenience there is one included in this newsletter. All information is kept confidential.

Breakfast: Our breakfast meals include whole grains and/or a meat/meat alternative, fruit
and/or fruit juice, and skim or 1% milk. Students are required to take at least three different
components of the four food components offered. Please remind your son/daughter that he/she
may have different options than a younger or older sibling/friend.

Lunch: Students are served whole grains, meat and meat alternative, vegetable, fruit, and
skim or 1% milk at every meal. Students are required to take three of the five food components,
and are required to have at least ¥ cup of fruit or vegetable or combination of both on their
plate. We work hard to adhere to the Choose my Plate expectations. Each st udent
checked to ensure they are meeting the requirements set forth. We ask that you please talk to
your children about the requirements that we have to follow regarding their school provided
meals.

Salads and the fixings will be offered daily for students in grades six through twelve. This is not
a meal option, but an addition to the other menu items.

We will once again be providing fruits and vegetables from local produce farmers. Students will
receive fresh fruits and vegetables throughout the year, along with canned and frozen.
