Capital Build ing Initiatives and Referendums  

to Exceed the Revenue Limit  
 
Last month the Board of Education began the discussion of  school building projects 

and referendums.  Moving into the school year, the district understands the 
difficulties associated with rising costs of supporting local public schools.  Not by -
stepping these important discussions , the district continues to expl ore all avenues 

that will allow for necessary facility upgrades to our campus and buildings.  
Further , the district will continue to explore an April Referendum to exceed the 
revenue limit for operational purposes.  As shared in previous newsletters , this 

referendum allows  the  school to òkeep the lights onó, as well as sustain and 
maintain the growing educational needs of our students and district.
